Why not take a break to see what 
English Afternoon Tea is all about. 
There are plenty of amazing tea 
houses and cafés everywhere in 
London, even at your hotel lobby.

The concept of Afternoon Tea 
was introduced in the early 1840s 
when Anna Maria Russell, the 
Duchess of Bedford, wanted 
something to quell her hunger 
during the period between late 
brunch and dinner. She ordered 
her maid to bring assortments 
of snack like bread, cakes, tarts, 
and a pot of tea, and soon began 
to invite her friends to join this 
new afternoon get together. As a 
lifelong friend to Queen Victoria, 
Anna introduced the concept to 
the queen, and Afternoon Tea 
turned into a popular tradition.

A NOBLE ENGLISH AFTERNOON TEA

Afternoon Tea – tea is accompanied by sandwiches, cakes, scones, or 
biscuits, and served around 15.00 – 17.00 in a relaxing style on lounge table. 
Guests also enjoy beautiful porcelains and making small talks. If champagne 
is in the menu, the tradition is called Champagne Tea.

High Tea – a late tea break for working people. Tea is served around 17.00 – 
18.00 or late after work alongside appetizers like pie and potato. That’s why 
sometimes we hear British regard dinner as “Tea”.

Cream Tea – this is the lightest afternoon tea and can be served all day. 
Tea is enjoyed with scones, clotted cream, and jam. It is sometimes called 
Strawberry Tea if strawberry is on the plate too.

Be polite and keep your phone away.

Always start with a sandwich – use your hands, there’s no need for cutleries.

Then have a scone or a biscuit – break them in half and enjoy. Do not dip 
them in tea!

Taking a sip - if you are standing, lift the saucer up to chest height with your 
left hand , then lift the cup up with your right hand to take a small sip (keep 
your pinky down!). When you are done, place the saucer back on the table, 
follow by the cup. If you are sitting down, just lift the cup up without lifting 
the saucer, and place it back on the saucer when you are done.

If you want to wipe your lips, don’t lick your lips or wipe it directly with a 
tissue paper. Use your finger to quickly wipe your lips and clean your finger 
on a tissue paper.

When you have enough, place your tea spoon on the right of your cup.
